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State laws we are working on:


Stiffer Penalties for Right of Way Violations.


Turn signal Law – currently it is not mandatory to use turn signals in the State of Tennessee.


Breakdown Lane usage – Motorcycles overheat when setting in traffic, this would allow us to use the breakdown lane legally at a speed of 20 mph


Helmet Freedom of Choice Bill
